Minutes:

Minutes of the last Annual General meeting, March 27, 2007, were read and copies distributed.

It was moved by Jill Hargrove and Seconded by Ian Robertson that the minutes be approved.  Passed

Reports:

Ernie McFadzen read the President’s report on behalf of George Wood and tabled it for information.

Membership report by Carol Randall advised that we had 32 members on her register.

Financial Report was given verbally by Fred White, who reported that the current bank balance was $1,395, after a $1,200 grant had been received from the City of Fredericton and an allowance for outstanding payments.

The Nomination Committee, Chaired by Ernie McFadzen, presented a slate of Officers, with David Neil as the incoming Chair.

With no further nominations from the Floor, the slate of Officers as presented was declared as Elected.

New Business:

Carol Randall reported that the Chairs and 2 tables of the Heritage Association would have to be removed. Robert McNeil is the new Manager.

It was moved by Bob Mabie and seconded by Robert McNeil that at the next regular meeting of the FNHA, a Committee be approved to investigate thoroughly, and make recommendations, re-the collecting and storing of artifacts, either physical items or documents, pictures, etc.  The Committee be composed of at least three (3) members of the FNHA and would report their findings, and recommendations to the executive and Directors, no later than Tuesday, September 9, 2008 at a Regular Meeting.  Passed.

Committee Activity:

Ian Robertson reported on the current status and past activities regarding the MacFarlane/Neil Building on the Corner of St. Mary’s and Union Streets.  It appears as if the building will be torn down, despite objections.

Ian Robertson also reported on the Union Street Secondary Plan, in which there is a Heritage Section.  There is a time to make comments to the City and the Committee is looking into this.

Gibson Round House.  

A letter was sent to the City by the NSHA President re the Gibson Round House status.  The City reported back that the space use was not yet confirmed and Fort Nashwaak Interpretation Center may be the largest user.  There may be other options.

Presentation of Certificates of Appreciation:
The President, David Neil presented “Certificates of Appreciation” to Carol Randall and Jill Hargrove for the excellent work they have performed to establish and maintain the Fredericton North Heritage Association.

The Meeting adjourned and was followed by a 50/50 draw, and prizes, two presentations and refreshments that had been provided by the members.  The 50/50 draw was won by David Neil and donated back to the Association.

The first presentation was by Ms. Pottie of the Fredericton Capital Commission and the second by Jason Gendron, Professional Archaeologist, on Archaeology of the Region.
