FREX Planning Meeting

Jill Hargrove opened the meeting at 2:00 PM and noted that it is to deal with the FREX Exhibition Project.  She called upon Ernie McFadzen, Project Chair to take the lead.

Exhibit Space:

Ernie provided details of where our exhibit space was located.  (Underneath the seating part of the Exhibition Building and in the area known as the runway.  We have 4 tables.  We need people to sign up for the schedule.

Hours:

The FREX opens Sunday at Noon and runs until 10:00 PM.  Shifts are from Noon to 4:30 or 5:00 and From 4:30 to 9:00.

Parking – 

 You have to find your own parking.  It is available at various locations, but parking is always a problem. Fred noted that a $5 reimbursement would be possible for people who had to pay to park

FREX Passes and YMCA Gate to be used.

Everyone who volunteers will be issued with a pass and Ernie emphasised that he was told that the only entrance to use a pass was the entrance by the YMCA.

Others questioned Ernie and he said he would check with FREX people and get back to people if it was different; but until then, passes would have to be used at the YMCA entrance only.

Themes

There will be 4 Themes and 4 people responsible for each table.

Sports by Bob Mabie  (His exhibit is ready to go.

Education by Jill Hargrove.  Mrs. Pike of Douglas School has the material to fill a table.  Jill may add a write up on the Devon School.

Transportation by Ann & Bob Corbett will feature Ferries, the Old Bridge, Suburban Train to Marysville, Bruce Atkinson's Panels, etc.

Agriculture, by Dave Neill may feature a map of the north side with various farms laid out.  I.e. Dobie Farm, Neill Farm, Fulton Heights, Coburn Farm in Keswick Ridge.  (Dave was away on Business today.)

Question on TableCloths for the tables.  Ernie advised that it was each person in charge of a table who was responsible and they could get together to work it out or get 4 tablecloths at the Dollar Store.

It was noted that we might be missing an opportunity if money was not made at the FREX.  Ernie noted that making money was not our prime reason for being there, but some of the exhibitors might want to do something that would make money.

Ernie noted that the Keswick people have a non-paying member that they sign up as a “Friend of the Heritage association” and these people provide volunteer help and attend functions.  He noted that it would have been good to have in place for this opportunity, but we might want to consider this option at our next meeting for similar opportunities.

Schedule of people to work at the FREX

The next period was spent in confirming people individual commitments for specific scheduled times.  People volunteering from the meeting covered over 50% of the shifts.  Ernie will now call the others who said they might be available and fill in the rest of the schedule.  He does not think he will have any problems doing that.

(Note Ms. Hughes said she was available to infill, if Ernie had a problem, for any time but Wednesday.)  The schedule is not reproduced here as Ernie took it with him.
