Letter to City regarding the Roundhouse.  Correction of the minutes.  

The President of the FNHA sent a letter to the City regarding the use of the Roundhouse.  The City has not yet replied.  There were comments made by someone at the meeting that they believed the city had plans for a major part of the building as an interpretation center for the French Fort.

Business Arising from the Minutes

At the April 2008 meeting, a notice of motion was passed to provide for a committee to look at the issue of storing of artifacts and information.  Ernie McFadzen spoke to the motion at this May meeting by noting the need for a committee to look at a facility or something to provide storage and display of things that might be collected.

There was considerable discussion on the options.

Ian Robertson noted that this issue could easily fall within the jurisdiction of the existing Identification and Preservation Committee, and that Committee may be the appropriate group to deal with this issue.

It was moved by Fred White and seconded by Jill Hargrove that this issue be dealt with by the Existing Identification and Preservation Committee, and they report back at the September 8, 2008 meeting.  Motion Carried.

Discussion followed, with Ted Jones noting that the RoundHouse was surrounded by water in this flood.  Carol Randall noted that she would like to become involved when the issue was Virtual Museum, but no other parts of the issue.  Other suggestions for consideration of the Committee noted were:

Suggestions for Visits by our Group: 

Ted Jones suggested that our group visit the Patterson Settlement Historic group to see what a local group can accomplish.

Fred White suggested that this group would be welcome to join the York-Sunbury Historical Society on their June trip to McAdam.

Dave Neil suggested that we visit the Keswick Ridge people.

George ? Moved and Jill Seconded that the President’s suggestion be pursued.  George said he would look after calling them.  Motion carried.

Chairs and Tables from the Trail Building are being stored at Ernie’s.

Northside Archaeology Project

Jill outlined her idea for an Archaeology project, to be done with Jason Gendron, who had spoken at the April meeting.

Fred White moved and Eleanor Stillwell seconded that Jill look into the feasibility of organizing an archaeological dig and if feasible, go ahead with it.  Carried.

Discussion on whether or not it was for summer and adults or for fall with students, and details were not known, as these would have to be worked out with Jason Gendron.

Project & Heritage Fair Committee Suggestion Re:  Fredericton exhibition.
Ernie reported on a phone call he received from Brent Briggs, the Manager of the Fredericton exhibition.  The Exhibition will have a theme of Heritage this year, and Briggs was saying that he would provide our group with free exhibit space to display whatever we wanted.

George Crawford Moved and George Wood Seconded that we participate at the Fredericton exhibition in lieu of the Fall Heritage Fair, and Ernie will investigate the details with Brent Briggs and report back to the President.  Subject to their being a positive recommendation form the Committee and President, then we go ahead with the Exhibition idea.    Carried

Membership Report:

Carol Randall reported that we have 34 members.

Cards were issued to those at the meeting who paid their dues.

Financial Report:

Fred White reported that we have $1,815 on hand.

Heritage Preservation and Identification Committee:

Ian reported that the MacFarlane/Neil  Building is down.

Payment for the Use of the Hall:

Ernie McFadzen Moved and Ian Robertson Seconded that we pay the $20 for the use of the Hall on a regular basis.  (Eleanor Stillwell had been paying for it for the past meetings and refused to accept reimbursement.)
