Annual General Meeting Minutes

Held at the St. Mary’s Church Hall

Fredericton, NB; February 10, 2009

The meeting opened with a presentation by Chris Blair, who is an Archaeologist with Jacques Whitford Ltd.  Chris is a Fredericton native, with his family coming to Fredericton in 1786.  His grandfather did amateur Archaeology work in the 1930’s.  The presentation was on the Archaeology of New Brunswick and the Maritimes, from the Ice Age to the Historic Period.  We were provided with examples from excavations in the Fredericton Area, such as Old Government House which had provided pottery from the 1790 period.   Fred White introduced the speaker and Ian Robertson thanked the speaker.

Dave Neill called the business meeting to order at 2:50 PM.

Minutes of the Last meeting were provided on the web site and copies were distributed at this meeting.  They were summarized at this meeting by the Secretary and then it was moved by Fred White, seconded by George Crawford that the minutes be approved as submitted.  Carried.

There was no business arising from the minutes.

Reports:

Dave Neill gave his President’s Report.  A summary is:  A successful year, Heritage week event on Feb 16 at Nashwaaksis Middle School; Heritage Exhibits at Fredericton Exhibition in September; successful monthly meetings; received a grant from the City; thanks to all committees chairs and members for their hard work; specifically noted Ian Robertson for his excellent presentation to the City in trying to save the MacFarlane Neill Building and Ernie MacFadzen for his many hours of work and his support to Dave in his President’s function.

Financial Report:

The Treasurer submitted the 2008 Balance Sheet and Income and Expense Statements.  Income exceeded expenses for the year and with the accumulated earnings, there is $ 1,363.30 in funds available for future work of the Association.  Moved by Fred White and Seconded by Carol Randall that the Financial Report be accepted as submitted.  Carried.

Membership and Website Report:

Carol Randall reported that there are currently 27 paid-up members and the FNHA Website Homepage currently has 551 hits.

Telephone Committee:

Eleanor Stillwell had reported that her Committee had made calls for every meeting.

Program and Publicity Committee:

Ernie MacFadzen reported on the booking of speakers and on the organizing of the Heritage Fair and organizing of the Fredericton Exhibition week.

Ernie also noted that we should rethink how we do the heritage fair by dividing some of the functions and assigning them to specific people He advised there would be 27 exhibitors at Saturday’s Fair.  Moved by Ernie MacFadzen and Seconded by Jill Hargrove that the report be accepted.  Carried.

Nomination committee Report:

The Nomination Committee was Chair, George Wood, plus members Dave Neill and Jill Hargrove.  In the absence of George Wood, Fred White presented the Report’s slate of Officers to the meeting and called for nominations from the floor three times.  There being no further nominations.  Nominations ceased.   Motion to accept the Committee’s nominations as presented by Fred White and seconded by Ian Robertson.  Carried.  The President then declared the following persons elected as Officers of the Association for 2009:  Past President, David Neill; President, Jill Hargrove; Vice-President, Ernest MacFadzen; Secretary, Fred White; Treasurer, Shirley Hovey; Director, Robert Mabie; Director, Marjorie Hughes; and Director, George Crawford.

New Business:

Amendments to the Constitution and Bylaws:

Fred White presented a detailed summary of the proposed changes and a revised set of Constitution and By-Laws for consideration.  The By-law changes came about after an item by item review by the Executive in October 2008.  These were presented to the next general membership meeting for review and that meeting authorized Fred White to do the detailed changes for the Annual General Meeting, and that is what was presented today.  A special note of the change in Membership that allowed for “Friends” of the Association, who do not pay dues or vote was included.  Moved by Fred White and seconded by Ian Robertson that the amendments be approved as presented.  Carried.

“Certificates of Appreciation” were presented to Fred White and David Neill  for their hard work on behalf of the Association.
